Prison in 1982, we probably will not 
return there.

It 
was a copper mine, converted to a 
prison during the Revolutionary War. 
In 1707, it was the first American 
chartered copper mine. From 1775-

1782, a Revolutionary War Prison of the Continental 
Government, and 1776-1827, Connecticut's First State 
Prison. There is easy access to the under ground mine area, 
and well worth a visit. 

We plan to drive along Sheldon Street, and visit several 
old Sheldon Houses, including Capt. Jonathan's, built in 
1722.

We will visit the West Suffield Cemetery, where there are 

over 100 Sheldon graves with early American stones, plus 
many more who married into other families. We will provide 
a list of Sheldons buried here.

in NY State, aged 89, m. 31 Dec. 1842 to Sarah Carey in 
Oneida Co., NY Sarah died 17 Mar 1904 in Lamont, Dundy 
CO., NE. Ch. b. between 1840 and 1866 were: Percy, John, 
Elizabeth, Asa, Emma, Sirilla Adeline, William Newton, 
Daniel Oliver and Fannie. Our two members searching for 
the parents and ancestors of John Sheldon, are Willard E. 
Sheldon of Beaumont, TX and Charles V. Sheldon of 
Lindsay, CA. 

22-2 Seeking parents and ancestors for FRANK 
PARMLEY SHELDON, b. 1853, d. 1926. Hem. Mary Lulu 
Moore (1861-1932). Children were: Marguerite, Walter and 
Elizabeth. Known places of residence were New York City, 
Evanston and Hinsdale, IL Information sought by new 
member Barbara Merrill. 

22-3 LELAND JOHN SHELDON aka JOHN LELAND 
SHELDON, b. 16 Apr. 1861 in NY State, d. 3 Sep. 1935 in 
Winter Haven, FL. Brothers and sisters all b. in Nassau, 
Rensselaer Co., NY, ca 1865-1873 were: Adaline, Susan, Kie, 
Hiram and Burtsell Jerome. The parents were: OLIVER P. 
SHELDON and Phoebe Ann Hoag. Oliver, whose name ap­
pears variously as Perry and O.H. Perry Sheldon, was b. in 
1842, probably in Clarendon, NY. We have not been able to 
find this Oliver P. Sheldon in our records, but think he may 
be the same as S6817 Oliver H. Sheldon listed in the Shel­
don Magazine with wife Eveline S. Williams. Perhaps 
Phoebe Hoag was a second wife. Member Catherine Shel­
don Jester of Sarasota, FL hopes for an answer to this one. 

22-4 We still have an unsolved problem with JESSE 
SHELDON, b.1819 in Jackson Twp., Perry Co., OH and wife 
Elizabeth "Ella" Gardner, however, the will of James Shel­
don, written in 1827 in York Co., P A, copy filed in Belmont 
Co., OH in 1837 and obtained by our member Virginia 
Lawler, offers some help on this one. 

"IJames Sheld~n, of Shrewsbury Township, York Co. and 
State of Pennsylvania, Senior ... give and bequeath to my dear 
wife Jane my mansion house and all the rents and profits of 
the farm whereon I now dwell ... and after her death my plan-
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tation and my moveable property to belong to my son James 
his heirs and assigns ... bequests to sons Thomas, Joseph and 
Jessee and daughter Margaret Beard follow. Then: "And my 
land that lies in the State of Ohio, I give and bequeath to 
Jesse Sheldon's two sons, David and Jesse, after the death of 
my son Thomas. In witness whereof I hereunto set my hand 
and affixed my seal the 26th day of July in the year of our 
Lord 1827." This was probated in York Co., PAin 1832 and 
entered on record in Belmont Co., OH in 1827." 

The above document seems clearly to link the previously 
unknown Jesse Sheldon to the family of James Sheld~n, 
however a problem still remains due to our inability to link 
James, b. ca. 1755, to his Sheldon parent. 

22-5 Our new member, Marjorie Pond, has as her first 
known Sheldon ancestor an ELISHA SHELDON, a tailor, 
b.18 Feb 1785 in NY City, d.lS Mar.1839 in PA., m. Mary 
Joyce (1792-1856). Possibly other children, but at this time 
only one known son, Dr. William Sheldon, b.1814, d. 27 Apr 
1852 in Brushy Prairie, LaGrange, IN, m. Chloe Ann Good­
sell (1820 -1896), a native of Litchfield Co., CT. Chloe Ann 
d. in Burr Oak, MI where a son, Benjamin Franklin Sheldon, 
was a pioneer farmer and then a grain dealer. The father of 
Elisha Sheldon, name unknown, is said to have been lost ca. 
1785 on a journey to England to settle his mother's estate. 

22-6 S0303 SARAH SHELDON, b. 6 Oct. 1719, dau. of 
S0083 Samuel and Sarah Hutchinson, m. John Center 30 July

GENEALOGICAL CHRONICLES 
WES1WARD BOUND In the last issue, was a notice of 

Sheldons in the great Westward migration. Now, we have 
notice of a Sheldon who not only led a distinguished life, but 
who also has the distinction of settling farthest west. S9266 
Henry L. Sheldon, born in 1824 in RI to S9246 Ephraim and 
Nancy (Kender) Sheldon. Henry, aged 20, embarked as a 
sailor from Salem, MA, on a trading voyage to the Fiji Is­
lands. From there he went to CA and the Sandwich Islands, 
arriving in the Hawaiian Islands in 1846 where he ever since 
made his home. Henry's early training in the common 
schools of New England, including his status as an excellent 
practical printer, served him well in his life-long association 
with the Hawaiian Gazette, where, among other accomplish­
ments, he earned a reputation as a skilled line of legal 
phraseology was such that he was long accounted one of the 
best translators of legal documents and the laws. From the 
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Hawaiian Gazette, 21 Nov., 1883,p.2. Contributed by 
S9266x1{10}51 Itasca Ohumukini. 

A HARROWil\ G CHRISTMAS IN FLORIDA From the 
Daytona Beach Morning Journal, 25 Dec. 1985, Vol. LX no. 
308,pp 1&2, comes the harrowing ever Christmas story of 
Jane Murray Sheldon, wife of S7376 John Dwight Sheldon. 
On the morning of December 23,1835, Jane's servant girl 
said she had spotted "painted Indians" at a dance the night 
before on a plantation north of New Smyrna. Before noon, 
household goods were loaded onto boats and by sunset the 
Sheldons (Jane, John and Jane's mother), had crossed the 
river to Douglas Dummett's house on the Peninsula where 
they planned to spend the night in relative safety. However, 
such a smooth escape was not to be their lot. The Indians 
had more in store for the Sheldons and the other settlers, for 
that same night, Seminole Indians, burned New Smyrna and 
immediately crossed the river where they broke open trunks 
containing everything the Sheldon's had saved. With all not 
lost, the Sheldon's made an escape deeper into the Florida 
wilderness where Jane Sheldon, pregnant with twins, spent 
a most unusual Christmas night. The ftrst few nights, they 
were not even able to light a ftre to warm themselves and to 
drive off insects for fear the Indians would fmd them. This 
story, as well as the family's experiences, equally distressing, 
during the Civil War, will appear in full in a later newsletter.

CHRISTMAS ON A BRIGHTER NOTE Members 
who enjoy collecting antique blown-glass tree ornaments, 
will appreciate this story concerning Thomas and S1131 
Mercy (Sheldon) Woolworth, great-grandparents of Frank 
Winfteld Woolworth, founder ofthe F.W. Woolworth Com­
pany. 

In 1890, F.W. Woolworth, then the owner of a small store 
in Lancaster, PA, was persuaded to buy twenty-ftve dollars 
worth of blown glass ornaments while on a buying trip to 
Philadelphia. These sold out quickly, and the next year, he 
placed a larger, but still cautious order. These too, were 
gone in a matter of days. Grasping the potential, Woolworth 
made his ftrst buying trip to Lauscha, Germany, ca. 1895 to 
purchase ornaments for his growing chain of stores. "After 
ordering 216,000 ornaments, Woolworth wrote from Son­
neberg in a letter dated 17 Apr. 1908: 'I am pointed out in 
every corner of the street as the big buyer of tree ornaments 
and they tackle me everywhere trying to sell me more.!"' 
"Store records indicate that Woolworth had sold at least 25 
million dollars worth, all for nickels and dimes." (From 
Christmas Past by Robert Brenner, pub.1985, Schiffer Pub. 
Co., West Chester, PA 1938.) 

JACQUARD COVERLETS In 1827 a Jacquard coverlet 
was woven for one 0. Sheldon of Dover, Dutchess Co.,NY. 
This coverlet, now part of the collection of the Museum of 
American Textile History in North Andover, MA, was 
probably woven by James Alexander or a weaver trained by 
him. It appears this was made for S6296 Ophelia Sheldon, 
dau. of S2572 Luther and Mary Sheldon of Dover, NY, but 
I will check further. Members interested in reading more 
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about these lovely coverlets are referred to The Magazine 
Antiques, Feb.1985, or the DAR Magazine Apr. 1985 which 
contained a reprint of the article. Contributed by S5720x21 
Dru Sheldon. 

1988 CALENDARS OF SHELDON INTEREST In 
1885 S9116x2 Rollin Sheldon, age fourteen, began to keep a 
diary, a practice he continued over twenty years. Most 
volumes are in the St. Lawrence County Historical Society, 
which this year issued its 1988 calendar featuring daily 
entries from Rollin's diary of 1888. Rollin's father, Homan, 
a cabinetmaker with a small farm outside Nicholville, NY, 
died in 1883. Management of the farm, where Rollin lived 
with his mother and two sisters, became his responsibility. 
Copies of the calendar can be ordered from the St. 
Lawrence Co. Historical Soc.,3 E. Main Street, Canton, NY 
13617. Copies of the calendar were received for our files· 
from S#9216X31 Franklin and Eunice Cross, and 
S5841x1 { 11} 351 Virginia Fischer, Box 37 De Kalb Junction, 
NY 13630, who will assist members with their research in NY 
State by sending them the name and address of any town his­
torian in NY state.

HISTORIC SUFFIELD The meeting site for this year, 
was ftrst settled in 1670, and remained a part of MA until 
1749. In 1660 it was called Stony River from its principal 
stream. In 1670 and for many years afterwards, it was called 
Southfield both by the inhabitants and in the Province laws. 
On the 20th of May 1674, the committee for settling the town 
petitioned that "the honored Court would please to grant this 
Plantation seven years freedom from Countrey Rates 
(taxes), as an encouragement for the planters, being a woody 
place and difficult to winne; also, that the name of the place 
may be Suffield (an abbreviation of Southfield), it being the 
southernmost town that either at present is, or like to be in 
that Countrey, and neer adjoining to the border of our Patent 
in these parts." On 3 June 1674, the Court granted this peti­
tion and the place since that time has been written "Suffield" 
or "Suffeild" in all its town records. 

On 1 January 1740, West Suffield was set off a separate 
and distinct precinct by the MA General Court. The per­
sons instrumental in effecting this were Jonathan Sheldon, 
Samuel Kent,Ebenezer Southwell and Noah Smith, who in 
their petition to The General Court complained that they 
had for "a long time paid Rates to the School without ever 
Receiving any Beneftt thereby except ten pounds." This peti­
tion, along with the several counter petitions can be read in 
their entirety in the Documentary History of Suffield by 
S4651 Hezekiah Spencer Sheldon, pub., in 1888. 

The ftrst Sheldon to settle in Suffield was S0040 Joseph 
who came in 1689 from Northampton MA, with his wife 
Mary (Whiting) Sheldon and daughters Amy and Mary to 
settle on the east side of Main Street, just north of Bridge 
Street, within the limits of what is now Suffield Center. This 



land, which originally was laid out to Rev. Pelatiah Glover 
was sold in 1689 by Victory Sykes to Joseph Sheldon with ~ 
mansion house on it. Here three more children were born 
to the young family, Joseph 1700,Rachel1703,and Benjamin 
1705. From here the father traveled often to Boston where, 
as a member of the MA General Court, he was in attendance 
during the summer of 1708, when he died suddenly on 2 July 
aged 40. Shortly after, the sad procession of moving wagons 
was se.en wend~g its way from Suffield. to Westfield, MA, 
returnmg the wtdow and her young family to her childhood 
home. 

Fortune smiled more kindly on S0117 Thomas, the next 
Sheldon to bring his wife and family from Northampton to 
the rich farm lands of Suffield. In 1720 this family located 
on the NE corner of Mountain Road and Hill Street. This 
was home to Thomas and Mary (Smith) Sheldon until their 
de.a~hs in 1770 and 1771 respectively. This property, 
ongmally purchased from Hezekiah Parsons in 1771, passed 
to their son S0399 Capt. Simeon and Grace (Phelps) Shel­
don, whose children divided the property in 1834. Unfor­
tunately, this home is no longer standing, but in nearby 
Windsor at the Historical Society can be seen the Hadley 
chest once owned by Mary Smith Sheldon. 

In 1723 the third Sheldon to settle in Suffield and like his . ' cousm Thomas, the founder of a large family, was S0046 
Jonathan and Mary (Southwell) Sheldon, who made their 
home on what is now called Sheldon Street on 220 acres pur­
chased from Joseph, son of the late Rev. Benjamin Ruggles. 
Had it been possible for us to visit West Suffield in, say 1760, 
we might have seen Jonathan in his linen shirt blue hose 

' ' small-striped breeches, vest and blue coat stride his black 
riding mare on his way home form the town center. Mary 
Sheldon would have been up early seeing to the spare room 
with its inviting birds-eye rug, blue at one corner, laid near 
the feather bed with its linen sheets,blankets and feather 
bolsters. Yes, all was in good order. So, on downstairs to 
the kitchen where water was already warming in the brass 
kettle, pewter plates, mugs and a platter cast a warm glow 
against the soft diaper cloth 
laid on the large table. A 
quick glance then at the look­
ing glass for a fmal inspection 
might have found our hostess 
smoothing down stray wisps 
of hair on her way to answer 
our knock at the front door. 
"Won't you please step in?" 
"We have been expecting 
you," said the happy pair, 
Jonathan and Mary. Alas, 
we Sheldons came on our 
visit to West Suffield much 
too late to see these principal 
players in our family history, 
but we will enjoy our visit 
nevertheless, as we pay a visit 
to their home and as each of 
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us seeks our ancestor's fmal resting place in the Suffield 
cemetery.

What is known of the parentage of the Windsor Peter Brown? 

To date, nothing has been found concerning the origin of Peter Brown of Windsor. No doubt this has contributed great­
ly to the persistent attempts to link him to the Mayflower Peter Brown. Because these rumors persisted, the late Donald 
Lines Jacobus addressed the problem in 1957. See The American Genealogist, Vol. 33,pp. 214-222 (1957), part of which 
is quoted here: "Aside from tradition and family belief, there is no evidence for placing Peter Brown of Windsor as son of 
Peter of Plymouth, and the deeds of the daughters are strong evidence against that theory. It seems more likely he was a 
brother of Mary and Isabel of Windsor and possibly a stepson of some early Windsor settler." 

What descendants of S0046 Jonathan do have, is a line back to the Mary and John which brought passengers to Dor­
chester in 1630. The Gillette ancestry provides this. They are eligible for membership in Descendants of the Founders of 
Ancient Windsor, c/o The Windsor Historical Society, 96 Palisado Ave. Windsor, Cf 06095.

Since it can be seen that Peter Brown had only daughters, what has caused the long persistent rumors that Peter Brown 
of Windsor was a son of the Mayflower Peter Brown? 

Perhaps the single most important contributing cause fueling this rumor was a distribution of land in Dartmouth in 1652 
in which one whole share was given to one Peter Brow. Since this allotment came nearly 20 years following the death of the 
\i[ayflower Peter .Brown, many have concluded that this confirms the existence of a namesake son. However, this need not 
>e so since the list of persons receiving Dartmouth land also included John Crackston and Francis Eaton, Mayflower 
>ilgrims, both of whom died before 1652. A study of Dartmouth deeds has shown that one third of Peter Brown's land went 
) Mary, wife of Ephraim Tinkham, one third to Priscilla, wife of William Allen and the remaining third to Rebecca, wife 
fWilliam Snow.

TIIAT I 
freely give this pledge to uphold ethical standards to assure 
maintenance and availability of records.

Since Sheldons have been holding 
organized Family Reunions documentable from 1911, incor­

A search in town records of Scituate and Glocester, RI 
made by Virginia Leavens Anderson, leads us, on strong cir­
cumstantial evidence, to S-151x8 Stephen Sheldon as the 
father of Martha. 

S-151X8 STEPHEN SHELDON of Scituate, Rl 
b. 22 Sep 1711 Attleboro, MA 

d. 26 Sep 1775 Scituate, RI 

m. (1) Martha? Aldrich 

(2) Deborah West 
On 22 December 1729, John Aldrich of Providence, RI 

deeded ten acres of land in Providence to "my son-in-law 
Stephen Sheldon," also of Providence, shoemaker. This land 
was on the west side of the seven mile line and was situated 
upon both sides of Muskets Head Brook. The next document 
examined was the will of John Aldrich, dated 29 Nov. 1729, 
with a codicil added 21 Dec 1733 and proved 10 Nov 1735. 

John Aldrich bequeathed to his wife Martha and sons 
David, Aaron, Richard, Noah, Joseph and John. That the 
will itself did not name a daughter or a Sheldon son-in-law 
was a disappointment, however, it is felt that the property 
deed does stand with equal weight as the will, and that the 
testator, having planned to convey property by separate deed, 
did not need to mention either his daughter or son-in-law in 
his will. 

A search for the will of S-151x8 Stephen Sheldon also 
proved something of a disappointment. Town records of 

Scituate, RI revealed that Stephen Sheldon died intestate 26 
Sept 1775. Administration of the estate was granted to the 
widow Deborah and eldest son Stephen. Once again, and 
perhaps contrary to expectations, it was a series of property 
deeds that proved of more value in the search than the wills. 
We begin with one dated 26 Dec 1737 conveying property to 
Steven Sheldon of Scituate, RI from "my honoured father 
Ephraim Sheldon (S151) "late dweller in Attleboro in the 
county of Bristol, province of the Massachusetts Bay." The 
eighty acres conveyed by this deed were bounded by the lands 
of David, Joseph and Aaron Aldrich. 

A bit earlier, but of interest, is a deed dated 26 Jan 1736 
for a six acre parcel in Scituate, RI deeded by Stephen Shel­
don to Ephraim Sheldon. This was bounded by land which 
David Aldrich bought from Stephen Sheldon and by the land 
of the said Ephraim Sheldon. 

Last is a deed dated 28 Jan 1778 wherein" William Shel­
don, yeoman, of Scituate ... Joseph Hawkins of Providence, 
yeoman; William Howard of Scituate, yeoman, Laban Yin­
sent of said Scituate, shop joiner" jointly quit claimed their 
right to a certain 100 acre tract in Scituate owned by ".Qll.[ 

honored father Stephen Sheldon, deceased." 

William Sheldon was a son of Stephen; Joseph Hawkins 
was married to Hepzibeth (Sheldon?); and William Howard 
m. 1 Deborah Sheldon who died ca 1775. Laban Vincent's 
sister Martha m. one Thomas Howard, nephew to the above 
William Howard. Thomas and Martha Howard died at Sber­
burne,NY 

While all of the above leads to the family of S-151x8 
Stephen Sheldon, conclusive proof is lacking. Early records, 
being no more complete than they sometimes are, has made 
the search for parents of Martha Sheldon and Thomas Vin­
cent difficult. It is hoped, however, that records yet undis­
covered, will nail this one down. Our hard working very 
resourceful member Virginia Anderson, should have a gold 
star for her research efforts. 
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SUSANNAH SHELDON 

A ttenders of the SFA meeting in Salem last year who 
L-l..learned one of the teen-agers in the famous witch trials 
was SUSANNAH SHELDON, and speculated concerning 
her later life. Susannah whose lineage is yet unknown, was 
like the other afflicted girls, a minor celebrity during the in­
famous Salem Witch Trials of 1691-92. However, when 
shortly after the trials, reason replaced rampant fear, a 
counter-reaction set in and the girls who once accused 
witches became the scorned outcasts. After the trials Salem 
records were silent concerning the activities of Susannah, so 
her welfare and whereabouts after 1692 was a question of 
some interest to me. The following record is the first sight­
ing of Susannah after the trials and from it you can imagine 
what a life the poor girl was leading. In 1694 Susannah would 
have been about 20 years old. Where she went next is un­
known. 

At a meeting of the Council 8 May 1694 Providence RI: 
"Whereas there is a person of Evill fame, (one Susannah 
Sheldon by name) who some tim[e] since did come into our 
towne and was by the Majestrates sited before the Councill, 
but came not, but went away out of the towne (but as the 
Councill is informed is now Returned into the towne) the 
Councill doe therefore order that the sayd Susannah Sheldon 
be warned in by a summons under the Councills hands to ap­
pear before the Councill upon Monday the 21 instant to give 
an account for her return and other Matters which the Coun­
cill shall see Cause to Examine her about. 

A Summons is drawne up and signed by the Councill to 
witt Pardon Tillinghast, William Hopkins, Nathaniel Water­
man, Benjamin Carpenter, Joseph Williams to warn the said 
Susannah Sheldon and directed to the Constable Nathaniel 
Mawrey. The Meeting is adjourned unto Monday the 21 In­
stant about 9 of the clock." From The Early Records of the 
Town of Providence. Vol X prepared by Horatio Rogers, 
George M. Carpenter and Edward Field, pub in 1896 in 
Providence by Snow & Farnham.

S-109x9 A Generic Example 
vour Sheldon lineage and membership number always 
.1. begins with the number of your last Sheldon ancestor to 

be listed in the Sheldon Magazine, our genealogy which was 
pub. by the Rev. Henry 0. Sheldon between 1853-55. Thus, 
for the purpose of this example, if your last ancestor to be 
listed was S-10919 Charles F. Sheldon, then your Sheldon 
lineage and membership number would begin with S-10919. 

This permits you to use the magazine to trace your ances­
tor back to an original New England progenitor. As shown 
on p. 110, the parents of Charles were S-6764 James Alan­
son and Amanda (Burnet) Sheldon. Next turn to p.68rwhere 
you will find S-6764 listed as the issue of S-2753 Benjamin 
and Anna C. (James) Sheldon. Now, refer to p.28r where 
you find S-2753listed as the third of eleven children of S-911 
Dea. William & Abigail (Udell) Sheldon. Continue back 
through the middle column of the Magazine until you reach 
p. 10 where you find S-911 Dea. William was the second child 
ofS-309 Benjamin and Anna (Allen) Sheldon. Next you find 
S-80 Isaac and Susannah (Potter) Sheldon, the parents of 
Benjamin, on p.4, which leads us to page 1r and S-23 John of 
South Kingstowne, RI and finally to p.1 to S-13 John Shel­
don, the founding Sheldon in New England for this Sheldon 
line. From this, it can be seen how your ancestor's number 
in the Magazine has permitted your ancestry to be traced 
through seven generations to a founding New England Shel­
don. 

The second part of the Sheldon number, the extension 
x543 brings us forward from an ancestor listed in the Shel.:: 
don Magazine · to you, a living descendant. Sheldon Num­
bers were arbitrarily discontinued soon after 10,000, so the 
extension follows birth order in generations after your last 
Sheldon ancestor to be identified in the Magazine with a 
Sheldon number. Hence,x5 is fifth child b. to S-10919 Char­
les Sheldon; x54 is fourth child b. to these parents, and x54~ 
is the third child born to these parents, and is the great­
grandchild of S-10919 Charles. 

In time, a single digit computer number which is always 
cross-referenced to a number in the Sheldon Magazine, will 
replace the present numbering system. The above explana­
tion, however, should assist researchers who need help trac­
ing Sheldons through the Magazine and help those members 
who have asked us to explain the derivation of a Sheldon 
number.

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ENGLISH WILLS 1 

The genealogy committee begins its presentation of 
English wills with the 1646 will of Ellen (Frost) Goodale, 

sister of Alice (Frost) Sheldon, wife of S-4 Godfrey for two 
reasons: First, to refute and correct a previous assertion that 
a bequest was made to Godfrey Sheldon's eight children now 
living "overseas." This bequest, as can be seen in the fac­
simile copy, was made to "every one" of Godfrey's eight 
children now living, and was written "eurie one " in his 1646 
will. From this it can be proven that Godfrey did not have 
any children living in New England as early as 1646. The ear­
liest date at which any of his children have been found in New 
England has come from the History of Billerica, Mass. by 
Hazen which has S4x4 John and S-14 William there in 1658. 
The second reason for this presentation is to introduce mem­
bers to the language, spelling (various and often phonetic) 
and household life of our 17th century ancestors. 

This transcription reproduces as accurately as I could do 
it, the original spelling in the will. Mr. Cecil R. Humphrey­
Smith, Director of Research, Achievements of Northgate, 
Canterbury England, has supplied the correct interpretation 
for some of the more difficult words. Unfamiliar words are 
glossed in brackets to help you. Since the form of the letters 
"u" and "v" were not yet fixed, it can cause difficulties in read­
ing. In general, "v" was used for "u" initially. Thus, we have 
"vnto" for "unto." In the middle position "u" was written in­
stead of "v" resulting in "giue" for "give," "couerlid" for 
"coverlid", or as our modern spelling has it "coverlet." Some 
other spellings, notably "quishons" for "cushions", which 
seems at first quixotic, reflect the language of origin, in this 
case French. Punctuation, absent in the original document, 
has been added. In subsequent newsletters, other wills will 
be presented for your information and enjoyment. 

WILL OF ELLEN GOODALE, WIDOW, 
OF SHELDON, CO. DERBY 1646 

"In the name of God, Amen, The 29th day of June in the 
yeare of our Lord god 1646 I Ellen Goodale of Sheldon in 
the county of Derby widdow, beinge sicke and diseased in 
body, but of goode and perfect memory praised be the Lord 
for the same doe constitute ordayne and make this my last 
will and testament, in manner and forme followinge, First I 
commend my soule into the hands of Almighty God my 
maker, and vnto Jesus Christ my onelysaviour and Redemer, 
by whose death and passion I stedfastly trust and faythfully 
beeleeve to have pardon of sinne and to dwell withe him for 
ever more. And my body to bee buryed in the parish church 
of Bakewell; And concerning the disposition and distribu­
tion of all my worldly goods, cattells chattells and debts what­
soeuer, as it hath binne the will of God to beestow them on 
mee, my mynd and will is they bee disposed of as followeth, 
videlicet [namely]. In primis I giue and bequeath the summe 
of 40 shillings of lawfull English money to bee imployed to 
the best profite toward the mayntenance of a preachinge 
minister in Sheldon Item I giue and bequeath vnto Elizabeth 
Chapman of Sheldon 40 Shillings. Item I giue and bequeath 

vnto my first husband Thurston Whyts three sisters 
Elizabeth, Jane and Anne every one 20 shillings. Item I giue 
and bequeath vnto Francis Whyte and Mary Whyte daughters 
vnto my brother William Whyte deceased either of them 20 
shillings Item I giue and bequeath vnto Godfrey Sheldons 
eight children now liveinge euerie [every] one of them 20 
shillings Then I giue vnto Sarah Sheldon one of the aforesayd 
eight my bible. Then I giue and bequeath vnto David Frosts 
fower children now liveinge euerie one 20 shillings. Item I 
giue and bequeath vnto William Goodale and Thomas 
Goodale either of them 10 shillings. Item I giue and be­
queath vnto my Aunt Alice Hunt five shillings. Item I giue 
and bequeath vnto Joane Knowles two shillings six pence 
Item I giue and bequeath vnto Elizabeth the wyfe of David 
Frost my syde sadie and pilloon with the couering thereunto 
belongeinge: Item I giue and bequeath vnto the sayd 
Elizabeth Frost my sauegarde [wardrobe] Item I giue and 
beequeath vnto Alice the wyf of Godfrey Sheldon one couer­
lid twoe blankets one boulster one chasse bed all of the 
[worst sort] all the towe and yarne Item I giue and beequeath 
vnto Steven Whyte of Sheldon 5 pence. Item I giue and bee­
queath vnto Sarah the wyfe of William Sheldon my sister my 
best gowne and cassock my best smocke and best hand car­
cheife. Item I giue vnto Mary Frost daughter vnto David 
Frost my hood. Item I giue vnto William Frost sonne to the 
sayd David one sylver spoone Item I giue to Elizabeth 
dauther to the sayd David my best girdle Item I giue vnto 
Rebecca Frost my best purse Item I giue and beequeath vnto 
euer child [which] is Iiueinge [which] I was god mother vnto 
euer one 12 pence. Item I giue and beequeath vnto Abraham 
the sonne of William Sheldon 20 shillings. Item I giue and 
beequeath vnto Alice the wyfe of Godfrey Sheldon, and vnto 
her children, all the rest of my wearinge clothes whatsoever 
which are unbequeathed. Item I giue and bequeath all the 
rest of my goods whatsoeuer when my debts are payd and my 
funerall expenses discharged equally to bee devided betwixt 
my brother David Frost and Alice and Sarah, my tow sisters. 
Item I hereby nominate ordaine and make David Frost 
aforesayd and William Sheldon my executors of this my last 
will and testament hopeinge that they will faythfully truely 
and conscionablely discharge execute and performe the
